4.  Require a commitment to stop all violence and seek help from a batterers treatment program, if violence is present.
5.  Follow up and hold them responsible for ending the abuse.
6.  Assist in developing a prevention plan.
7.  Encourage them to honor their partners decision.
8.  Commit your support to continue to help provide for their spiritual needs.
